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I. Purpose:

A. To help encampment cadets, staff and seniors with medical issues. 

B. In addition, medical staff will be available to aid on other problems. higher authority/qualifications must be contacted.

II. Encampment Policies

A. Emergency medical access – medical staff will be on hand to help any CAP member with medical issues, however if the situation is beyond the capacity of Medical staff, Medical staff is responsible for initiating proper contact with the appropriate institutions.  Contact information will be researched and kept readily accessible.

B. Safety – safety briefing will be given when relevant issues arise, such as hydration, hygiene, blisters, etc.

C. Administration – Medical staff will work in conjunction with administration staff in order to properly log medical history and medications during in processing and out processing.  

III. Staff/Unit policies:

A. OIC and staff will work as equals, without a strict superior/subordinate relationship.

Thus personnel will not be able to work with a patient without being dependant on the chain of command to receive proper care.
