MEDICAL OI’S

1. Sick call. 

2. Any cadet who needs medical attention can come to sick call. It will be held after PT, after morning formation, and after closing formation. 

3. Safety Briefings 

Given by c/ Emily Genser throughout the encampment to address medical concerns or prevalent problems that cadets are having.  
3. Medical Procedures

Medical procedures will be discussed at a future date with Medical Senior mentor.  

4. Hydration

Cadets must drink at least one glass of water at each meal and continually drink water throughout the day.  Remember it doesn’t have to be hot and sunny for cadets to get dehydrated.

5. Transportation 

 A medical van will be off to the side at every formation with water, air conditioning, and at least one blanket.  Everyday a Senior Member will assigned (with their permission) to be in charge of having the van by the formation.  

6. Blister Brigade

Flight staff will daily check their cadet’s feet for blisters and for the first two days help them with their feet and teach them how to put on moleskins. After the second day cadets will be responsible for their feet and any cadet with extreme case of blisters can go to the Medical building and they will be taken care of there.  

7. Encampment staff with Medical Qualifications

During Staff Inprocessing, staff will notify medical team on their medical qualifications.  MED team will take down names, position, radio call sign of people who are First Responders of EMT certified and make a list to give to flight staff and any senior member who would like a copy.  MED staff will carry the list with them wherever they go.

8. Inprocessing

Each cadet will report to a person on the MED team after they complete signing in.  Once they report they will be asked questions regarding their health at the present moment, if they use any medication, and if they have any injuries we should know about. If a cadet answers yes to any of the above questions we take their name down and notify flight staff.

9. Records of Medical Attention Given
Each cadet who comes to the medical building will have their name and symptoms written down so that MED staff can follow who comes in too often in order to get out of certain activities or because they need sleep.  If that occurs TAC officers will be informed. 

10. Directions to nearest hospital 

Directions will be written up to get to the local hospital in the event of an emergency.  This sheet listed with qualified drivers will be put in the MED book.

11. Mentor Contact

MED staff will be able to contact senior member mentor with any questions.  Mentor will leave radio call sign or number where he/she can be reached.  

12. Schedule for MED team

There will be a daily schedule for the Medical Team.  One cadet will be in the office at all times from after PT until closing formation with the exception of meals.  During all formations two MED cadets will stand behind the two squadrons and any cadet who is ill can fall out.
