Pass in Review Script

NYWG Encampment 2006

Comments:

1. The parade is NOT done with squadrons in mass formation. Since this is a group level encampment, it would make the parade appear small. 

2. Being in line formation makes the encampment look larger. The drill manual allows for group-level pass-in-reviews to be flights in line formation. 

3. The drill manual allows the adjutant and cadet commander to command the squadrons directly. This script interprets the regulation to better mimic the Wing level pass-in-review by cascading the commands.  A command in parenthesis is a preparatory command echoed by the Flight Commanders.  ex. Squadron, (Flight) ATTENTION.
4. Any commands given by the Squadron Commanders will be given in sequence, i.e., Squadron 1 Commander will call the command, followed by Squadron 2 Commander.

5. Any distances may be shortened in order to fit the parade into the area, or to move the cadets closer to the reviewing stand/visitor’s seating.

6. The Cadet Executive Officer will assume the role of the Adjutant in the script.

7. Reference AFM 36-2203 for a symbol key of each position identifier (such as the box with an X through it) 

	Assembly

This portion of the script will only be used only if the situation calls for it.  If the pass-in-review is to start with the troops on the ready line, skip to the March On.

The drill manual describes assembly as "Group staffs: position themselves. Adjutant: Takes a position on the final line". However, it neglects the part where the troops have to move themselves onto the parade field! These are steps written as a guide to help your encampment march onto the parade field in a structured manner. Note that this section is not in the drill manual- it is written based solely on experience. 

The encampment will form up entirely in column formation, with the commanders in column formation as well.  Marching music will be played.  Once the command is given by the cadet commander to march forward, the flight commanders will echo the command and march forward. Any column movements needed to manuver the flights onto the ready line are given by the individual flight commanders. The formation would appear as below. 


The encampment marches on to the parade field from the left-hand side of the diagram below (figure 7-1, AFM 36-2203): 
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The adjutant, when reaching spot #1 (who will march with the cadet commander until this point) breaks off, and marches down the final line, and then stops at spot #2 above. It is vitally important that the adjutant be on the final line, whereas the rest of the troops will be on the ready line. 

Once all the troops are in position on the ready line, in line (see below diagram) formation, the pass in review is ready to move onto the next portion. This is the point when the music ceases.  Squadron Commanders give the command Parade, (Parade) REST.
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The Adjutant on the final line, the troops on the ready line

	March On

Adjutant
Commands SOUND ADJUTANT'S CALL ( Music: Adjutant's Call) 
Flight Commanders
On the first note of the Adjutant's Call, come to attention, execute about face, and remain there until all elements within their flight are halted and aligned on the final line.
Squadron Commanders
On the first note of Adjutant's call, come to attention, execute an about face (Guidon bearer does not move or face), and call Squadron, (Flight) ATTENTION.  (Music: March on music) Then command GUIDES ON LINE on the first note of march-on music.
Guidon Bearers
On the command, GUIDES ON LINE, the flight and squadron guidon bearers double-time (yes, double-time in blues, it's OK) to their spots on the final line. Once they reach their spot, they immediately do a right face. All guidon bearers should perform this movement in unison, and face in unison.
Squadron Commanders
Next, command Forward, (Forward) MARCH (and march backward yourself). The flights march forward to where the guidon bearers are posted. When marching forward, the first element leader marches forward until his/her right shoulder touches the center of the back of the guidon bearer.  Actual physical contact occurs. When the flight reaches this point, they marktime in place. The Squadron commander commands Squadron, (Flight) HALT.  Next, command Dress Right, (Dress Right) DRESS; Ready, (Ready) FRONT; and COVER. Face to the front. 
Cadet Commander

Marches with staff into position once the troops are at the final line.

Adjutant
Command G-u-i-d-e-s, POST.  Flight guidon bearers take 1 step forward and execute a Left Face.  When completed commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS PARADE REST

Commands In Place, SOUND OFF (Music: In Place, Sound Off)
Adjutant

On completion of music, commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS ATTENTION.

Command, Squadron, (Flight) ATTENTION.


	Formation of Parade

	Adjutant
Commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS PRESENT ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Present, (Present) ARMS.
Adjutant
Faces about, salutes, and reports Sir (Ma’am), the parade is formed.
Cadet Commander
Returns the salute and commands TAKE YOUR POST.
Adjutant
Moves directly toward the cadet commander, executes a 45-degree pivot while marching to the left, then executes a 45-degree pivot while marching to the right, halts in position 1 and 1/2 paces behind and one pace to the commander's right, and executes about face
Cadet Commander
Commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS ORDER ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Order, (Order) ARMS.
Cadet Commander
Commands to the adjutant, but audibly, RECEIVE THE REPORT.
Adjutant
Marches straight toward the troops until beside the cadet commander, executes a 45-degree pivot while marching to the left, then executes a 45-degree pivot while marching to the right, then marches back to the adjutant's spot (25 paces away from Cadet Commander), and commands REPORT.
Squadron Commanders
From adjutant's left to right, report while saluting Squadron 1 (2), all present or accounted for, Sir (Ma’am).
Adjutant
Returns salute of each squadron commander individually, executes about face, salutes, and reports Sir (Ma’am), all present or accounted for.
Cadet Commander
Returns the salute and commands PUBLISH THE ORDERS.

	Adjutant
Faces about and commands ATTENTION TO ORDERS, Detail for today...

Adjutant
Once finished publishing the orders, command OFFICERS
Commanders + Guidon bearers:
At the command OFFICERS, the following personnel will take the # steps prescribed below. 

Squadron Commander
2 steps forward
Sq. Guidon Bearers
Stand fast
Flt/CC's
3 Steps Forward
Group First Sergeants
Stand fast
Sq. First Sergeants
Take post in Squadron Commanders spot after the the command MARCH is given by the adjutant
Flight Sergeants
Stand fast
Flight Guidon Bearers
1 step forward (execute carry guidon beforehand) 
Adjutant
Once the commanders and guidon bearers halt after stepping forward, command CENTER
Commanders + Guidon Bearers
Face the center of the formation.
Adjutant
Once the commanders and guidon bearers face center, command MARCH. 

(Music that starts with this command: Officer's Center March.)
Commanders + Guidon bearers:
On the command MARCH, the officers and guidon bearers march toward the center of the formation, maintaining relative positions. 

Upon reaching the center, each individual halts and automatically faces the front at close interval. 

When officers and guidons have reached the center and faced to the front, the right and left flank commanders (A Flight Commander on the right flank, and H Flight Commander on the left flank, addressing the senior ranking cadet among the officers, say Sir (Ma'am), all in from the right (left). 

The senior officer then commands Forward, MARCH. And then Officers, HALT, when they have reached the correct position in front of the cadet commander.



The Officers, HALT command is done in a total of eight counts: 

Count 1:
"Officers" (called on left foot)
Count 2:
Step with right foot. Guidon bearers raise poles straight into air as the preparatory command for present arms.
Count 3:
Step with left foot
Count 4:
Step with right foot
Count 5:
"HALT" (called on left foot)
Count 6:
Step with right foot. This step is the last forward step (the plant foot in the halt).
Count 7:
Bring left foot next to right foot to complete the halt.
Count 8:
The entire group executes present arms on this count.
Cadet Commander
The Cadet Commander returns the salute and commands Order, ARMS to end the salute and return guidon bearers to carry guidon.
Cadet Commander
The Cadet Commander commands Officers, Post, MARCH.
Commanders + Guidon Bearers + First Sergeants
On the command Post, officers, guidon bearers, and first sergeants face about. 

On the command MARCH, they step off. (Music: Same as officer's center march, above. Music starts at the command MARCH.) (First sergeants return to their position within the squadron, reversing the route they used to take command in the squadron commanders' absence.)

Senior Squadron

Commander
The senior squadron commander commands Officers, HALT when the leading rank is approximately four paces from the final line. The senior squadron commander waits three counts in between Officers and HALT (e.g., "officers", step, step, step, "HALT"). Then the command Post, MARCH is given.
Commanders + Guidon Bearers
On the command Post, officers and guidon bearers face outward toward their respective squadron. On the command MARCH, officers and guidon bearers move off in succession at four pace distances. Thus, the officers and guidon bearers furthest outside of the officer formation step off on count one, and the next ones step off on count five, etc. 

Squadron commanders, flight commanders and guidon bearers execute right (left) face (so they end up facing their unit) upon arriving at their respective units and halt in their original positions in the formation. All face about at each squadron commander's command Post (flight CC's and guidon bearers). Guidon bearers return to order guidon. 

(Music: At the conclusion of these movements, the music stops playing.)


	Presentation of Command

	Cadet Commander
Commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS PRESENT ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Present, (Present) ARMS
Cadet Commander
Commands quietly to staff, Staff, Change Post, MARCH.  Commands Staff, Present, ARMS. Reports to reviewing officer Sir (Ma'am), I present the command. 

Reviewing Officer
Returns the salute, and then says, Have the Colors come forward.
Cadet Commander
Commands Staff, Order, ARMS and then Change Post MARCH. Once Facing the troops orders: GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS ORDER ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Order, (Order) ARMS
Cadet Commander
Commands Colors, CENTER, MARCH. 
As the Cadet Commander starts marching, the Adjutant and C/DCC to face away from the center of the formation, march 6 paces, halt and about face.

(Music: National Emblem.  Starts when cadet commander commands MARCH, and ends when detachment returns to the front of the formation.) 

Marches forward, halts six paces from the front rank of the detachment, faces about and commands Detachment, Forward, MARCH.  Commands Detachment, HALT when the Color Guard is about 12 paces from the reviewing stand.  Once Color Guard is in place, salutes and reports Sir (Ma'am), the Colors are present.
Reviewing Officer
Returns the salute, and directs PRESENT THE COMMAND.
Cadet Commander
Returns to position and commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS PRESENT ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Present, (Present) ARMS
Cadet Commander
Faces about and commands Staff, Present, ARMS 

(Music: Star Spangled Banner)
Cadet Commander
After last note of music, commands Staff, Order, ARMS and GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS ORDER ARMS.
Squadron Commanders
Command Order, (Order) ARMS
Cadet Commander
Commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS PARADE REST.
Squadron Commanders
Command Parade, (Parade) REST
Cadet Commander
Faces about and commands Staff, Parade, REST.
Color Guard
Executes a right about and returns to its original position on the final line.
Cadet Commander
As the Colors are approximately six paces in front of where the cadet commander normally stands, command Staff, ATTENTION. As the Colors are abreast of the cadet commander's position, faces about. As the Colors approach the final line, commands GIVE YOUR SQUADRONS ATTENTION.
Squadron Commanders
Command Squadron (Flight) ATTENTION
Adjutant + C/DCC
After the Cadet Commander faces about when the Color Guard passes, the Adjutant and the Cadet Deputy Cadet Commander march back toward the center, resuming their position as a staff of the cadet commander.
Cadet Commander
When the colors are in position, faces about and salutes the reviewing officer, but gives no report.
Reviewing officer
Returns the salute and commands MARCH THE COMMAND IN REVIEW.
Cadet Commander
Returns to order arms, and commands Staff, Change Post, MARCH and PASS IN REVIEW
Squadron Commanders
Command Squadron, Right, FACE. Give time for the flight commanders and guidon bearers to position in column formation. Forward, MARCH. 
Color Guard
Perform a half-right wheel or about as soon as the first squadron turns. Call Forward, MARCH as soon as Squadron 1 starts marching.


	Pass In Review

	Flight/CC, Sq/CC, Guidon Bearers
On the command Right, FACE, the guidon bearer, the flight commander, squadron commander and squadron guidon bearer position themselves in column formation, like in the picture below. 
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Group, Squadrons and Flights in Column formation
(note position of guidon bearers and flight commanders)
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(Music: Marching music.  The music starts as soon as the command MARCH is given by the first squadron commander. )

While marching the pass in review, the flights perform column lefts to follow the pass in review route. When the flight is about 10 paces from the review stand, the flight commander commands Eyes.... RIGHT. The command is given on five counts, on the right foot: 

Count 1:
"Eyes" (called on right foot)
Count 2:
Step with left foot. Guidon bearers raise poles straight into air as the prepatory command for present arms.
Count 3:
Step with right foot
Count 4:
Step with left foot
Count 5:
"RIGHT" (called on right foot). Guidon bearers snap the poles straight out as in present arms, the flight commander salutes and the cadets in the flight perform the eyes right command.
Once the review stand is passed, at the second marker 6 paces after, the commander calls Ready, FRONT, in reverse fashion from above (called on the left foot)

Cadet + Squadron Commanders
The commanders perform column lefts on their own command when reaching a turn in the marching route. When the commanders and their staffs approach the reviewing stand, they call eyes right, and the staff members perform eyes right as a flight would (i.e. the rightmost staff member does not turn their head), and the commander salutes.
 
Once all of the troops have passed the review stand, they march off to the designated area.
