SOP SUPPLEMENTAL – CADET ROOM STANDARDS DESCRIPTIONS

These standards SUPERSEDE any standards or descriptions outlined in the SOP booklet.   The SOP booklet chapter on Inspections shall govern any items not addressed by these descriptions.  These descriptions are to be used in conjunction with the SOP Supplemental Diagrams.
Doors

· Doors will be open during all inspections.

· Room assignment cards will be affixed to the outside of the door at all times.

Lights

· Lights will be off and fans will be on during all inspections (unless otherwise specified).
· The CTG Inspection Team will turn the lights on during inspection and off upon departure.
Windows

· All windowsills will be clean and the shades will be open at all times expected when directed by the Flight Staff (e.g. changing; lights out; etc)
· Nothing will be attached to the windows.
· Bathroom

· Cadets will store nothing in the bathroom except for their towel, a washcloth, and a bar of soap (one per bathroom).  Towels will be neatly folded and placed on the towel rack.  The washcloth will be folded in half and hung over the towel rack.  The bar of soap will be placed on the upper right hand corner of the sink.

· All surface areas including the sink and shower will be wiped clean and DRIED.  The bathroom will be clean at all times, including the toilet and mirror.

Carpet

· The carpet will be clean and free of debris at all times.  It is up to the individual flights to arrange for use of the vacuum.

Closets

· Each cadet will hang one type of each uniform.  All extra uniforms will be stored in the cadet’s luggage.

· Closet #1 will be reserved for Blues Uniforms – see diagram 3
· Closet #2 will be reserved for BDU’s – see diagram 3
· Hangers will be spaced as follows: 2” from left side of closet to the first hanger and then 3” between hangers after that.  The open portion of the hooks will be facing toward the back of the closet.

· Items in closet #1 will be hung in the following order from left to right (as you look at it):

1. Highest ranking blues shirt to lowest ranking.  Wing patch facing out.  All shirts buttoned up completely except for top button.

2. Highest ranking blues trousers/skirts to lowest ranking.  Pants will be folded over width-wise and then length-wise with the zipper facing out.  The bottom of the cuffs and the waistband will be equal in length.  Skirts will be hung with a skirt hanger.  Zipper facing out.  Belts will be removed and stored in luggage.

· Items in closet #1 will be hung in the following order from left to right (as you look at it):

1.
Highest ranking BDU blouse to lowest ranking.  Wing patch facing out.  All shirts buttoned up completely except for top button.

2. Highest ranking BDU trousers to lowest ranking.  Pants will be folded over width-wise and then length-wise with the zipper facing out.  The bottom of the cuffs and the waistband will be equal in length.  Belts will be removed and stored in luggage.

Drawers

· Brown and/or black T-shirts, white V-neck shirts, and PT shorts will be kept in the closet drawers.  Each cadet will be assigned his or her own drawer.  Bottom drawers will be empty except for five-cadet rooms, which will receive special instruction. – see diagram 2.
· All shirts will be folded into 6” squares as demonstrated by the Flight Staff.
· PT shorts will be folded widthwise, then lengthwise and placed in the right side of the drawer. – see diagram 2
· Shirts will be placed in the left side of the drawer in this order from the top to bottom: PT shirt, Black/Brown T-shirt, White V-Neck Shirt.  All other shirts (such as civilian shirts) will be stored in the cadet’s luggage.
· Socks and all other garments will be kept in the cadet’s luggage.
Shelf

· Flight caps will be placed on the shelf in closet #1 and BDU covers will be placed in closet #2
· Flight caps and BDU covers will be placed on the shelf in the same order as the uniforms.
· The first cover will be placed 2” from the left side of the closet.  Remaining covers will be placed 1” from the neighboring cover.  The front end of all covers will be flush with the edge of the shelf.  Flight caps will be stored with the enlisted hat device facing up.
· Bunks/Cots – are numbered from left to right as you look into the room from the hallway.

· Cots will be assembled and tied properly as demonstrated by the Flight Staff.

· All cots will be grounded to all adjoining walls.

· All items placed under the cot will fit completely underneath it.  Nothing will be sticking out from under the cot.

· Shoes and boots will be placed on the left side of the cot for cots 1 & 2, and on the right side of the cot for cots 3 & 4.  Rooms with three or five cots should consult the Stan/Eval staff to confirm shoe/boot placement.

· Blues shoes will be placed 2” from the corner leg of the cot and flush with the side of the cot.  The heels will be touching each other so that the front inside edges of the soles are 4” apart.  Shoes will be laced and tied except during sleeping hours when PT shoes shall be untied. – see diagram 4 

· BDU boots will be placed 1” away from the blues shoes in the same fashion as above.  Boots will be laced up completely with the ends of the laces tucked into the boots.

· PT shoes will be placed 1” away from the BDU boots in the same fashion.  They will be completely laced up with the laces tucked in.

· When a cadet is wearing a pair of their boots/shoes, the order will be adjusted accordingly.  Example: If Cadet Green is wearing his BDU boots he would move his PT shoes up to 1” away from his blues shoes.

· Suitcases will be placed underneath the head of the cot.  They will be grounded against the head wall and centered under the bed.

· Bedrolls/sleeping bags will be placed touching the suitcases, will be rolled up and secured, and centered in the same fashion.  Pillows will be set on top of the bedrolls/sleeping bags.

· Storage

· All other storage spaces in the rooms will be kept EMPTY at all times.

· All extra uniform items and personal items will be kept in the cadet’s luggage.

· Rooms will be inspection ready at ALL times
