BUNKS

1.) Collar is 6” thick, and 18” from the top of the bunk.

2.) The pillow shall have a “smiley face”, centered on the 18” thick open space at the head of the bed, and the smiley face must face towards the center of the room

3.) Hospital corners should be made on ever side of the long part of the bed.  They should be 45 degrees, going from the top and traveling down and in.

4.) All sheets should be tucked in tightly.

5.) The laundry bags should be hanging off the poles of the sides of the bunk.  The top person should hang his/hers on the left, and the top on the right.

6.) Nametags should be posted centered on the poles that are parallel with mattress.  The tags should include Flight Name, Individual Number and Name.

7.) Washcloths should be hung over towels, which hand on the pole below the top bunk.  They should correspond with the sides for laundry bags.

8.) Shoes will be grounded to the bedpost that corresponds with the cadet’s pillow.  The shoes should be ordered as follows:  shower shoes (next to pole), sneakers, dress shoes, boots.  When wearing a set, just move the remaining shoes over.  The toes will face out, and will be parallel with the mattress above it.

LOCKER

1.) All buttons will be buttoned, and all zippers will be zipped.

2.) Left sleeves will be facing out, and all zippers will face out and towards the center of the closet.

3.) All devices will be taken off the blues uniform shirt.

4.) All hangars will be evenly spaced.

5.) All underwear and shirts will be folded in thirds lengthwise, then in half widthwise.

6.) The shirts, socks and underwear will be arranged as stated in the OIs posted by the doors of the barracks.

7.) All socks will be rolled tightly, and into a smile (no tadpole socks).

8.) All socks should be stacked together (as stated in the OIs), with the smiley facing outwards.

9.) On the upper shelf, all items should be evenly spaced.  They also should be grounded front-to-rear.

10.) Toiletries should be displayed (soap dish, toothpaste, toothbrush and shaving kit).

**DO NOT


-Hide items under sheets/mattress


-Intentionally hide items in laundry bag


-Have items attached to shirt (cutouts, ribbons, ect.)
