Drill Evaluations Criteria








The drill movements will be conducted in the order that the card states.


For each drill command that the flight performs correctly 2 points will be given 


For each drill command that is performed in an acceptable manner , but not completely correct, 1 point will be given


For each drill command that is performed completely incorrect or not at all, 0 points will be given.








If the commander misses a command, the scoring can not continue until that command is performed.   If that command is not executed, and the time runs out, then the unfinished commands will be marked as incorrect.





If a flight goes out of boundaries, one point will be deducted every time they do so.. Also, if a flight goes over the 3 minute time period, one point will be deducted for every 30 seconds over the time.  These points will be added up and subtracted from the score at the end.





Bonus points will be added for the following: Commanders Evaluation, and Guidon Bearers evaluation.





Commanders Evaluation will based on an overall evaluation of  voice, military bearing, and competence.





Guidon bearers evaluation will be based upon not “fish poling”, correct drill movement, ect.





Evaluation will be done on attachment 5 in the Encampment Manual.
