This class explains the opportunities afforded to cadets on a national scale, including NCSA’s.  This class will cover the National Cadet Competition, Cadet Officer School, Region Cadet Leadership School, IACE, National Flight Academy (powered and glider), and the National Honor Guard Academy

If possible, a cadet and/or senior who attended these activities speaks to the cadets about the activity for 5 min or so.

Each activity will be explained and reviewed.  If a guest speaker is available on the topic, the speaker will also entertain questions regarding the activity.

Cadet Officer School – show NHQ video on COS.  Discuss the topics covered by COS (speaking, writing, professional development, leadership). Based on USAF Squadron Officer School.  Includes NHQ and Bookstore tour.

Region Cadet Leadership School – Alternative to COS, as part of Eaker requirements.  NER conducts one in Bog Creek, Maine, as well as a new one this year in PAWG.   Course material is similar to COS.

IACE – CAP’s premier activity.  Best if done by someone who has been to IACE.  Eligible to C/Capt and above only.  Basically a free trip to a foreign country, you just have to buy the IACE uniform.  NYWG also hosts IACE cadets from foreign countries.

National Flight Academy (powered and glider) – show NHQ video.  Discuss what is covered.  Anyone C/SSgt and above, with encampment, is eligible.  One of these is run on Long Island in NYWG.

National Honor Guard Academy- best if an attendee discusses.  For the drill geeks out there.  Two weeks long (which is one of the longest NCSAs), in Virginia.  Learn drill and ceremonies, emphasis on ceremonies such as performance drill, funerals and flag honors.

National Cadet Competition – show NCC splash video, or drill team video, if possible.  Discuss benefits of participation in drill teams and color guards, and going to competition.  Hand out NCC flyer.
