	39-1, general overview of why proper uniform wear is important. CAP represents the USAF and the uniform is practically un-discernable from the USAF uniform. Civilians don’t know the difference so you want to make sure you represent CAP as well as the military.

Blues: the blues uniform is the standard uniform for CAP. Shirt should be ironed and starched. Wing patch centered on left sleeve ½ inch down from the seam. Nameplate should be centered on top left pocket with no space in between and not overlapping. Ribbons on opposite pocket again centered and not overlapping. For enlisted cadets grade is on right collar, 1 inch from front edge of collar. Front of insignia should be parallel with the front edge of the collar. Officers wear epaulets with rank and no grade or cutouts on collar. For enlisted cadets ribbons must be all or none. Officers may wear some all or none. Pants should be ironed with crease down center of front and back of pants. Make sure there are no “railroad tracks” on the pants, only one crease. Back pocket should be buttoned shut. Black socks, white v-neck undershirt, shoes: black oxford style highly polished. Flight cap should be worn slightly to the right. Insignia is 1 and ½ inches from front of the cap centered vertically. 

BDUs: blouse should be ironed but no creases. Insignia are the same as blues (review again) BDU cover should be worn about two fingers above nose with curved brim, no ranger rolls. Pants should be neat but not creased and bloused over boots.  Boot s should be polished and tied with laces tucked into boot. Enlisted cadets do NOT wear grade on cover, but officers do. Officers wear sew-on insignia for grade and CAP cutouts. Nametape goes with nametape sewn on over right pocket and CAP tape over left. The tapes should be as wide as but no longer than the top of the pocket, and there should  be no space between tape and top of pocket.
